· This year’s award is $1M more than Philadelphia received last year.  
· The award includes renewal funding (including rental assistance, operating funds, and supportive service funds) for non-profits currently operating 2,200 units of Safe Havens, transitional housing, and permanent housing for homeless individuals and families.   All renewal requests were fully funded.

· In addition, HUD provided 4% increases in leasing budgets for Supportive Housing Program Leasing Programs. 

· The award includes funding for 100 new units of permanent supportive housing. This includes five (5) years of rental assistance funding for 56 of the 125 Housing First units managed by Pathways to Housing under the Mayor’s Homeless Housing Strategy.  Detail on the new awards is provided below:
